Constitution and Bylaws for

Mariposa County High School French Club
Article I:  


The name of the organization will be the French Club of Mariposa County High School.


The specific purpose of the club is as follows: 
To promote an interest and appreciation of the French language and culture through various cultural activities.

This club is directly approved by the student council and indirectly by the school principal and the governing board of Mariposa County Unified School District.

Article II:


All students enrolled at Mariposa County High School are eligible for membership.
Article III:


Meetings will be held Once a month in Mrs. Dobson’s room  during lunch.  Days will vary due to possible scheduling conflicts. Unless a special meeting is called.
Article IV:


The club officers shall consist of the following:



-President who will run meetings and help organize events
-Vice-President who will take the place of the president in case of absence support the club president, and complete a scrapbook that documents the year’s activities. 

-Treasurer who will collect dues and fees, fill out fundraising forms and purchase orders, and supervise the club budget.
-Secretary who will keep minutes for club meetings and be responsible for maintaining the club’s correspondence with the school and community.
-Student Representative who will attend congress meetings and report on the club’s activities.
Article V:


The club will hold the election of officers once a year.  The voting will take place by secret ballot.

Article VI:
A two-thirds majority vote of the members in attendance is required to amend this club constitution.
Article VII:


Société Honoraire de Français Chapter Sponsor

I.  The purpose of the society is to recognize high achievements in French and promote the continuity of interest in Francophone studies.

II.  To be eligible for honor recognition, students must meet the following criteria:

A.  Be an MCHS student who has successfully completed French II curriculum.

B. Be enrolled in or have completed a French course during the year of application.

C. Be an active member of MCHS French Club and assist with tutoring needs of struggling French students.

D.  Have a minimum of an A- average in all French courses.

E.  Have a minimum cumulative GPA of 3.0 in all other course work.

F.  Have a behavioral record free from suspension and instances of academic dishonesty.  Removed members for these reasons may not reapply.

III. Application and Initiation

A.  Potential members must fill out an application and submit it to the MCHS French teacher by February 15.  Late applications will not be accepted.  

B.  Applications will require students to provide transcripts of grades and proof of involvement in French Club activities and tutoring services.

C.  The French teacher will check qualifications and completeness of applications.

IV. Awards and Recognition

A.  Initiated members will receive the Certificat d’Excellence at Achievement Might or at Senior Award Night
B.  Graduating seniors will receive the Honor Society’s red, white and blue cords at graduation if they have successfully completed three years of French and are an active member of French Club and the Honor Society.

V.  Sponsorship

A.  French Club will sponsor and provide awards for all society members and pay for charter fees associated with the Honor Society.
